This report relates to a reference given to the Australian Senate 's Environment, Recreation ,
Communications and the Arts References Committee to inquire into the Government 's Telstra

from Government Senators. The inquiry found that there is no substantial empirical evi­
dence to back up the Coalition Government's claim that the Australian economy and Aus­
tralian consumers will benefit from the partial sale ofTelstra.
